	Appeal for variance from the Town of Hayden Land Use Code Section 16.12.020.E.
	Chairman Leck opened the Public Hearing at 6:03 p.m.  Town Manager, David Torgler entered Exhibit A – Proof of Publication, Exhibit B – Proof of Mailing, Exhibit C - Citizen responses, Exhibit D – Affidavit of Proof of Posting into the record. There were no citizen responses received.  He advised that Jim Black is asking for a variance of the Town of Hayden Land Use Code Section 16.12.020.E that allows the location of a nonconforming mobile home within the MHR: Mobile Home Residential zone district.  The specific request is to locate a Mobile Home that does not have a roof eave that extends at least one (1) foot from the intersection of the roof and exterior wall. 
Town Manager, David Torgler advised that the Land Use Code, which was revised in 2005, provides clear direction regarding the criteria to either approve or deny a variance request.  Mr. Tim Katers included the criteria in his report submitted to the board. Based upon the response received from the manufactures, when the code was put into effect, there was no consultation with the manufactures of mobile homes as to the standard of eaves on mobile homes.  A one foot eave would be a custom build.  David recommends that the board approves the variance and to have the staff investigate this matter further and consider a code revision. 
Jim Black, Cedaredge, Colorado stated he is hoping to provide affordable housing and if people are required to have mobile homes custom built to include the one foot eave, would cause issues for transporting these homes to their location.  This home is a 1997 model and has a snow load of 30#.  They will be adding upgrades to the trailer by adding decks, new curtains, and other items that are listed in the permit. 
Chairman Leck closed the Public Hearing at 6:40 p.m.
Tim Frentress moved the Town of Hayden Board of Adjustment hereby grants the request for a variance to provision 16.12.020.E of the Hayden Land Use Code and allow the location of a mobile home at 1100 W. Jefferson Avenue, Lot 9 without an eave that extends at least one (1) foot from the intersection of the roof and exterior walls. This variance is based upon the following findings:

     1. That the demonstrable hardship is not self-imposed,

     2. That the variance will not adversely affect the proposed

         development or use of adjacent property or neighborhood,

     3. That the variance will not change the character of the zoning 
         district,

     4. That the variance is in keeping with the intent of the code, and

     5. That the variance will not adversely affect the health, safety or

         welfare of the citizens of the Town.

Jim Lewis seconded. Voice vote. All ayes.  Motion carried unanimously. Tim Frentress amended the motion to include the having the staff investigate this matter further and consider a code revision for all mobile home being placed in conforming trailer parks. Jim Lewis seconded. Voice vote. All ayes.  Motion carried unanimously.
